Sexual Assault of 13 Year Old Girl

On July 8, 2008 a 13 year old girl and her mother reported a sexual assault which had
occurred on July 1, 2008 at approximately 9:30 a.m. The assault occurred while the girl
was staying at a relative’s home on Nutley Street, NW in Vienna. The suspect entered in
to the home and sexually assaulted the victim.

The suspect is described as a black male, 18-19 years of age, 5’ 117 tall, with twisted or
braided hair, two vertical shave marks in each eyebrow, single diamond earrings in both
ears, and a tattoo on the right shoulder depicting a cross with the letters “R.L.P.” under it.
He was wearing a black v-neck t-shirt, black socks, new black Jordan sneakers and was
wearing a silver chain necklace with a heavy 5-6 inch cross hanging on the end.
