A portable storage container is de-
fined as “a portable, weather-resistant re-
ceptacle designed and used for the storage
or shipment of household goods, wares or
merchandise.”

Based on input from local bicyclists and
the County’s Bicycle Program staff, roadways
are classified as “preferred” or “less preferred”
for bicycling. The map also identifies loca-
tions where bicyclists are encouraged to use
extra caution because of narrow shoulders,
limited sight distance, or difficult intersec-
tions.
