movement of firewood across state lines.

Degreasing
chemicals are also injected into lines in
areas that are prone to stoppages, such as
those near restaurants and apartments. Even
with this rigorous maintenance schedule,
however, backups can still occur.

All insurance companies writing home-
owner policies in Virginia offer special cov-
erage for damage resulting from backups of
drains and sewers, and this additional pro-
tection is available at very reasonable rates.
For information on obtaining sewer backup
coverage, contact your insurance company.
The Town'’s insurance carrier rarely ap-
proves claims resulting from sewer backups
unless negligence in maintaining the system
can be shown. Therefore, residents are en-
couraged to protect their property by obtain-
ing sewer backup insurance.
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
