Collection for regular trash and yard waste (ex-
cept bundled brush) will be made once weekly on the
first collection day of the week.

Collection for single stream recyclable materials
and bundled brush will be made once weekly on the
second collection day of the week.

Collection will not be scheduled for Sundays,
Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day,
and New Year's Day. When a regular collection day
is missed because of adverse weather conditions, a
holiday, or mechanical difficulties, collectionsIMae
made on the next regularly scheduled day for that
route.

REFUSE

Regular household trash, and yard waste consist-
ing of grass, leaves, small clippings, acorns, ualn
tree vegetation, etc., will be collected on thstfatay
of the scheduled route. Yard waste must be bagged
clear plastic or kraft paper bags and separated from
the regular trash (20 bag maximum aifdlb. weight
per bag maximum). Dirt and mulch will not be ac-
cepted with yard waste. Plastic trash bags may be
purchased from the Finance Department at Town Hall
every weekday from 8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.

All refuse shall be placed at the curbline or edge
of pavement by 7:00 A.M. on collection day (but not
earlier than 6:00 P.M. the preceding evening) witere

will be easily and safely accessible. Refuse coptai
shall not be placed and left on a sidewalk or amry p
tion of a street right-of-way where they would mte
fere with traffic. All trash cans shall be removiegim

the curbline or edge of pavement as soon as pessibl
after trash pickup and by 7:00 P.M. the same eggnin
as collection. The Town reserves the right to desig
nate the collection point where there is a question
doubt.

All trash containers shall be a maximum size of
55 gallons with &40 Ib. weight limit, be watertight
metal or plastic (non-breakable), with handles and
tight-fitting covers. Larger size containers useithw
automated trash trucks are not acceptable dueeto th
fact that Town trash trucks are not equipped fis th
type of operation. Plastic bags may be substitided
trash containers provided they meet the 40 Ib. kteig
limit. The bags shall be removed from the can ar ot
er holder, tied at the top, and placed at the mehir
edge of pavement.

In the interest of health and safety, trash crews
will only dispose of defective trash cans that ace
longer suitable for use when the cans are upsidendo
and clearly markedTAKE for disposal. Oversize
automated tote-type cans aret acceptedfor means
of trash disposal.
