M ESSAGE FROM THE TOWN M ANAGER

Our area, along with the entire country, has caotihto experience a declining economy brought abput
a meltdown of the largest financial institutionglahe U.S. and global equity markets. The largestie

in Town revenues during the 2008-09 fiscal year tbesn in the category of interest earnings as yield
have plummeted. The fallout from the subprime legdiollapse contributed to only the third decrease
existing property assessments in the last 13 y®aigr to 2009 the Town had experienced only two as
sessment declines since 1998 and both of thoseless¢han 1%.

On a positive note, we have seen some movemerddavelopment of several of the now vacant commer-
cial properties, and the number of foreclosuretoun remains in the single digits. The Town’s ollera
economy tends to stay fairly stable both duringkagsurges and declines, unlike the sharp swingsdo

in some other area jurisdictions. The Town’s higtoir conservative revenue projections and departahen
expenditures are major reasons why we are notdatiore significant problems. While the economy in
Vienna is certainly not like that of four or fiveagrs ago, it is not entirely gloomy either.

We knew we would be experiencing a reduction intaxable assessment totals in 2009, so we sebout t
prepare for the 2009-10 fiscal year by proposingiee programs, projects or employees. Also, based o
the current economy, we did not propose or budggttgpe of market adjustment to the employee pay
plan. Our employees did work during this fiscal yeakeep costs down, and we feel that we shouhd co
tinue our current pay grade/step system into the figcal year and the cost of doing so is includeda
part of the proposed budget.

For 2009 the average residential assessmeateasedoy 7.61% over 2008 while the average existing
commercial assessmedéecreasedoy 0.53%. Overall, existing assessments, includiegy construction,
decreasedy 5.99% compared to an increase of 3.50% in 2008did have new construction of just over
$56 million occur during 2008, which is a positsign. Commercial property now accounts for over 24%
of the Town’s total taxable assessed value.

We have prepared the 2009-10 budget using modesthue projections, and all of our departments have
submitted budgets that keep expenditure levels Tdve. FY 2009-10 budget is based on a real estate ta
rate of 23.31¢ per $100 of assessed valuation,haieigresents an increase of 2.40¢ from the FY 2808-
tax rate. We are not proposing any other incre@ste®s or charges for services.
