A Tribute to Former
Councilman Vince Olson

My fellow citizens, | had actually
planned a different article for the Novem-
ber Town Newsletter. Normally, most
members of Council use this column as a
forum to inform Vienna citizens on current
events in town or report on current issues
as they happen.

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Snow Removal

Sanding and salting operations begin immediately at
the onset of snow and ice. Plowing begins when
snow has accumulated two inches or more, with the
primary streets listed below receiving top priority:

Maple Avenue

Nutley Street (Marshall to Malcolm)
Park Street (Maple to Fardale)
Center Street (North and South)
Kingsley Road (Nutley to Cottage)
Courthouse Road

Locust Street (Branch to Park)
Lawyers Road

Malcolm Road

Old Courthouse Road

Creek Crossing Road

Cottage Street

Church Street

Tapawingo Road (Park to Nutley)
Follin Lane

Branch Road

Beulah Road

Cherry Street (Center to Park)
Marshall Road

Electric Avenue

Glyndon Street (Locust to Church)

Once these streets are passable, snowplows can then
move into residential subdivisions following estab-
lished routes. If the primaries require salt-
ing/sanding/plowing again after one pass, this will be
done before going to the secondary streets.

Snow Emergency Routes

Snow emergency routes within the town are marked
by signs. No parking is allowed on these main streets
during snows so that plows can do a more efficient
job. Vehicles must have chains or tires approved for
use during snow emergencies.

Parking During Snows

When snowplows are at work, residents are asked not
to park on any street posted as a “snow emergency
route,” and on non-snow emergency routes residents
are asked to park only on the side of the street with
even-numbered addresses. This parking plan is vol-
untary but strongly recommended to enable snow-
plows to maneuver more easily. It is best not to clear
your private driveway until the snow plow has
cleared the street because it is not possible to keep
snow from closing up the driveway area.

Clearing Sidewalks

Residents who are physically able are requested to
shovel sidewalks next to their property for the safety
of pedestrians, especially schoolchildren. Vienna area
teens are available to shovel snow and help with
other odd jobs through the Vienna Parks and Recrea-
tion Department’s Job Bank. The teen and the person
needing the work decide on the amount to be paid for
the service. Teens can sign up with the Job Bank at
the Community Center, and residents can call 703-
255-6360 to be matched with a young worker.

Town businesses that hire snowplows to clear their
parking lots are asked to make sure that snow is not
piled onto adjoining sidewalks or pushed into the
street. This creates a serious hazard for pedestrians.

Clearing Fire Hydrants & Water Meters

Residents who can are asked to assist the Water and
Sewer Division in clearing ice and snow from fire
hydrants near their homes. In case of an emergency,
firefighters will be able to respond much quicker if
the hydrants are accessible.

During winter weather, please keep water meter en-
clo-sures clear of snow and ice. If the meter cannot
be read due to obstructions, an estimated bill must be
rendered.

Some Frequently Asked Questions
About Snow Removal

Q:
A:
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Which streets are plowed first and why?

Primary streets, which are most important for
emergency situations, followed by secondary
streets and cul de sacs.

Why don’t they plow from curb to curb?

Plow crews are trying to open area streets for
emergency access with the initial pass. When
primary streets are clear, crews will return for
additional plowing.

Why do | sometimes see a snowplow going
down the street with its blade up?

It may be going to a preassigned area, applying
sand or returning to the property yard for more
sand.

Why don’t they plow my cul de sac better?
Maneuverability in cul de sacs is very difficult
for snow plows, and cars parked on the street can
make plowing nearly impossible.

Why do they plow the snow onto my yard?
This occurs mainly on corner lots in order to
widen the intersection for increased safety.

To the edge of the roadway.

Is there an ordinance requiring residents to
shovel sidewalks?

The Town of Vienna has no such requirement,
mainly because it would impose a hardship on
elderly and disabled residents.

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This Month in History

from the Vienna Newsletter archives

NOVEMBER 1997 — The Town of Vienna’s Church Street revitalization project has
been selected by the Community Appearance Alliance of Northern Virginia as a winner
of its 1997 award for “visually enhancing the built environment.” The awards recognize
projects in public spaces, landscapes, streetscapes, and buildings. The Church Street
project included the construction of brick sidewalks and crosswalks, installation of pe-
riod street lamps and benches, and overhead utility lines consolidated on one side of the
street.

NOVEMBER 1987 — The Town Council will hold a public hearing on the proposed
reconstruction of Park Street, S.E., on November 30. The proposed project includes the
reconstruction of the roadway from Maple Avenue to Fardale Street, addition of curb
and gutter, installation of sidewalk on the west side of the street, and installation of
storm drainage structures and pipe.

NOVEMBER 1977 — The Town has received its long-awaited city status study,
which concludes that, although there would be certain advantages in becoming a city, it
is unlikely that any significant decrease in the present combined Town/County tax rate
could be achieved, and that, under adverse conditions, the tax rate for city status could
well be higher. The unfavorable fiscal impact would be largely attributable to the cost of
establishing and operating an independent city school system.

Fall Lawn Care Tips

Did you know that fall is the best time
to fertilize your lawn? Get your lawn ready
now to look great next spring, and you’ll
have more time when the weather warms up
to get out and enjoy yourself!

Leave grass clippings on the lawn after
mowing. Nitrogen from the clippings will
nourish the soil, which means you’ll need
less fertilizer.

Hold off on fertilizer until fall to avoid
creating weak roots. Excessive fertilizer
won’t help your lawn; it will weaken it and
send runoff into the Chesapeake Bay where
crabs and oysters are already at risk.

Get a soil test to find out the best type
and amount of fertilizer for your yard.

Apply it right. Use only the amount of
fertilizer you really need. Too much fertil-
izer will actually weaken your lawn. Keep
fertilizer off paved surfaces and don’t apply
it before it rains. Otherwise, you’ll just be
sending the fertilizer — and your money —
down the drain.

What’s the scoop on composting?
Compost is not only a good alternative to
fertilizer, it’s an excellent soil conditioner.
Yards that use compost need less water and
fertilizer, so you save money.
