7:30 PM: Welcome/Call to Order
Approval of minutes – Bob moved the approval of the minutes of February 28, 2019 meeting.  Joanne seconded the motion. There was no discussion. Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor’s Monarch Pledge – Susan Stillman
· Congratulations to Rochele
· Wolftrap Elementary Students and parents attended council meeting on March 11 and the Mayor accepted the pledge. 
· Susan Patton and Susan Stillman are going to work on an article for May.  Rochele has a draft article for the CSC to review.  
· CSC will invite the Wolftrap Elementary students to the Green Expo and the Native Plant Sale.
· CSC to provide flyers to the Wolftrap students to distribute and invite neighbors to the Green Expo and the Native Plant Sale.
Bee Resolution - Rochele
· Bee City resolution is on Town Council agenda for April 29, 2019.
· Once the resolution is approved by Town Council, send the package to Bee City.  Bee City will send the Town the art work to be used for signage to promote the Bee City status.
· Leslie mentioned that the Town could wrap a sign with the Bee City artwork at no cost.
Sustainability Coordinator - Susan
· Sustainability Coordinator position is in the proposed budget for FY20.
· The duties of the Sustainability Coordinator will be given to existing staff.
· Not sure how many hours will be dedicated to sustainability.



Solarize – Susan Stillman
· Solarize begins April 16  and ends June 14
· A Solarize Community Form will be held at Town Hall on April 9.  
· Susan and Sean working on marketing approaches to promote Solarize. 
· Another community forum will be held in May.
· Will need the signboards from last year from Parks and Recreation.
· Northern Virginia Regional Commission will attend the Green Expo. Ryan Van Patton will talk about Solarize.
· This is the last year to take advantage of the 30 percent investment tax credit, next year it will drop to 26 percent.

Vienna Public Art Commission – Rochele
· Take A Bench project by the Vienna Art Society.
· 42 benches have been painted and will be distributed to locations throughout Town.
· Vienna Art Society will hold an unveiling on April 13 at the Freeman Store.
· Maps will be provided to show the location of the benches.
· Benches will go up for auction on November 2 at the community center. 
· Money raised at the auction benefits the Vienna Art Society.
· Reflective Trees on either end of Maple Avenue.  Not much momentum on this idea due to obstruction of view for vehicles. 
· Storm Drain Paintings - No updates. There are some samples provided by Wolftrap Elementary School. 
· Madison High School Pyramid Project – Potential project for students is painting the storm drain covers.
· Pop up Art Project with Marshall Road Elementary.  

Sustainability Challenge - Bob
· There is progress with Holy Comforter Church to apply for the Sustainability Challenge.  Meg Mall, member of Holy Comforter Church and executive director of Faith Alliance for Climate Solutions, is assisting Holy Comforter Church to complete the application.

New Police Station – Susan Stillman
· Sean has been working with the Police Chief on options for solar, geothermal  and energy efficiency.  Sean plans to take Police Chief to Montgomery County where they have done a micro grid.
· Micro Grid - you can be separated from grid, potentially have batteries that hold solar energy, so the building can stand-alone.  Resiliency Hubs is the new term, instead of Micro Grid, where portions of buildings can remain operational.

Eco Efficient Home Brochure – Susan Stillman
· Sean is in the process of updating the Eco Efficient home brochure.  


Green Expo – Susan Stillman
· Reviewed what the Town will provide for the Green Expo and what the CSC needs to provide.
· Christina has received plenty of donations for prizes for passport.
· How to market the event.
· Susan has sent an ad for social meeting for the commission to review.  
· Add to the write up some of the groups. 
· Market to Vienna Virtual Yard Sale, Plant swap, Native Virginia, Northeast Vienna, Vienna Moms, Vienna Patch Ayr Hill Garden, Vienna Voice, Parks and Recreation Facebook page, the Town page. Service organizations Rotary, Vienna Business Association, Optimists, Lions, local churches and Library.
· Drive Electric Earth Day - at least 10 vehicles are signed up.  Sponsored by Plug in America, The Electric Car Club, the Sierra Club, Flow, and Audi of America.  They are promoting this separately but also tying it into the Green Expo.  They will be parked along the W&OD side.  They are going to have a $250 prize.  
· Audubon at home is the main table instead of plant Nova Natives.

Recycling/Composting/Litter – Christina

· The highest amount of trash was from Whole Foods along the W&OD trail to the Caffi ballfields.  Lots of cigarette butts and overflowing receptacles.  
· Next step is to decide what and where receptacle should go.
· May need an extra receptacle next to Whole Foods near W&OD Trail.
· Need to recommend including the cost for additional receptacles in next year’s budget. 
· Copy of the map with the areas listed as High Trash (HT) will be provided to Parks and Recreation for Town Cleanup Day.
